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The objective of this course is to expand English reading
ability and vocabulary through the use of texts which
describe various aspects of British culture. At the same
time, students will expand their knowledge of British culture
which is fundamental to the understanding of the
development and global influence of the English language
and the spread of Western ideas and culture around the
world.

BEAR :

Each week we will read no more than 10 pages of English-
language text which focuses on some aspect of British
culture e.g. history, literature, cinema, art, anthropology,
etiquette. For homework, students read the text to the best
of their ability. In class, we read the text, focus on difficult
vocabulary and students’ questions, discuss the concepts
and content, discuss questions that the teacher has
prepared, and look at / watch ancillary material onscreen.

In winter term 2026, the focus is on 101 UK Culture Tips i.e.
a guide to understanding all things British.
